When working in the heat, you may get heat rash, fainting, heat cramps, heat exhaustion, heat stroke etc. There is a heat response plan that can help you reduce the chance of getting heat stress ex: clothing (wear something easiest for sweat to evaporate) etc.

There is also a Humidex Heat Stress Response Plan that protects workers from heat stress:

- Supply water to workers on a “as needed” basis.
