	Ergonomically correct chairs
	H. Berg spoke to FMD and they have come up with $20,000 for this year.  They have found 41 chairs that are used but are still better than our current chairs.  We are also getting 68 chairs.  Total:  109 chairs.

You would need a note from your doctor saying you need a chair for health reasons, then file an incident report and submit it to WSEP – D. Hart is the main contact person. Tim Black, Fulton Briand or Robert Dahlgren are responsible for conducting those assessment reports.
